 the launch of the slave trade in the English colonies overseas? 
 

 B) William Cecil, Baron Burghley - as chief adviser to Elizabeth I, Cecil sought her support and  

 financial backing for slave trading missions by John Hawkins, uncle of Sir Francis Drake. 

 These carried slaves seized in Africa to the Spanish colonies in the Caribbean.
